Re: Electronic Identities IDME.CY
New Grant Programme in Progress

Dear Members,

We would like to inform you that, as of January 27, 2025, the Electronic Identity
(IDME.CY) grant programme by the Cypriot Government has come into effect for
Cypriot citizens over the age of 18 who hold a valid biometric identity card.

The Electronic Identity is the official digital ID of the State and is issued by the
Electronic Identity Provider, JCC Payment Systems, following its licensing by the
Department of Electronic Communications.

The grant programme covers the distribution of 100,000 Electronic IDs, of which the
first 30,000 will be completely free, on a first-come, first-served basis. The remaining
70,000 will be subsidized, with the final cost to the citizen being €15, compared to the
regular cost of €50 for a three-year period.

The Electronic Identity, which is valid for 3 years and renewable, consists of two
certificates:

(a) The electronic identification certificate, used to access public information
systems with a high level of security (via Cy Login), as well as e-government portals
of other European countries such as Sweden, Estonia, and Latvia.

(b) The qualified electronic signature certificate, used to digitally sign documents.
It is noted that the qualified electronic signature has the same legal validity as a
handwritten signature and can be used in all digital transactions that currently require
a handwritten signature to be completed.

How can you obtain your electronic ID?
To acquire your electronic ID, you need to follow these steps:

Create an account on the JCC Trust Portal

Submit your eID application online

Schedule an appointment for in-person identity verification
Complete the process
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A User Guide is available HERE.

If your company is interested in proceeding with the acquisition of
Electronic IDs for its staff, please complete the Expression of Interest Form
[here] indicating the estimated number of individuals wishing to
participate. Once we receive the details, an Officer from the Deputy Ministry of
Research, Innovation, and Digital Policy and/or the Provider, JCC Payment Systems,
will contact you to guide you through the next steps.

Additionally, there is the option to arrange an on-site identity verification visit by an
authorized JCC officer, depending on the level of interest expressed. The Cyprus
Chamber of Commerce and Industry (CCCI) is also considering organizing scheduled
one-to-one meetings for physical identification, for the issuance of Electronic Identity
Cards, either at the CCCI offices or another local chamber. This initiative aims to
facilitate interested member companies in completing the required process efficiently
and in an organized manner.
